Run 11 – 2 October. Some issues have arisen, e.g. the organisers have not applied to the police yet regarding road closures. The organiser locally is Chris Holmes from 1 step beyond. Tricia asked about the 2012 race – when would it take place as it is Olympic year? The view of the management group is to retain the same October date. The 50km walk is being held the same day. The organisers are keen to work with Run 11 to promote an Endurance Festival. Mark Wall will contact Chris Holmes regarding a meeting about this. (Action MW). Steve Stredwick has said he will go to the Northampton Racecourse to drop off the County Tent, and then go onto watch the Run 11. There is to be a briefing meeting held on 25th May hosted by 1 Step Beyond. For details, check with Tricia Garner.
Graham Jessop will be passing on more information about the changes to responsibility and powers. A new presentation is available under Officials dated March 2011 on EA/UKA websites. Meanwhile we will await more information about what this means to us locally.
Mark presented an idea to promote Endurance following his trip to Australia. They held a 24 hour track race for both runners and race walkers. Athletes were turned around to race in the other direction every 4 hours. Does this appeal to those who enjoy ultra racing?

7. County Fixtures & Regional Competition
County T&F champs:
Officials – Graham Curtis sent a list of officials to Sue Rey for the programme. There are some issues: for the stand stewards, the football club is now leaving the stadium site. We debated the Turner report about risk assessing the stand stewarding, and do we need to train up 6 individuals? This was not done for Saffron Lane. We will write a risk assessment.

First Aid – St Johns Ambulance is provisionally booked in and we confirmed nearer to the day. Tricia will confirm with Corby AC so that they can be allocated lunches.

Weighing of throwing implements – new scales are available this year.

Vests – have arrived.

Entries – the cut off for postal entries was on the day of the meeting, with online entries closing on Saturday. Charlie McConnell needs to have the numbers as soon as possible for the timetable. Sue Rey will send out an urgent reminder to all clubs. (Action SR)

Registration – Sue and Tricia will do registration.
Programme – to include separate officials lists for Saturday and Sunday.

Parking – discussion about the capacity for parking – there may be a problem.

Radio’s – Dave Pope doesn’t have them now – CAC have 4, and W&D AC have short range radios.

Events on Programme – 1 person has emailed to say they are angry no Pole Vault or Steeplechase is available.

Mark has informed Steve Moore about the dissatisfaction within the County, however we do not have any authority to veto the decision. Team Balancise are now promoting their club as elite, athletes may join only after being invited. The training venues for the club are Bedford, Biggleswade and Higham Ferrers. Both Regional Councils (E Mids and East of England) have been notified about the application and the County’s views.
