XC Champs trophies 2010 – some trophies are missing. The committee reaffirms the individual athletes who win the events WILL NOT HOLD THEM AT HOME. If clubs cannot hold them due to space, then they will be returned to Mike Burgoyne. Clubs are expected to ensure the trophy is engraved each time. ESAA make the team managers responsible for trophies and sign for them – discussed whether to adopt this practice.

Northants 2011 Run – 2 October:

8. Sportshall Athletics
There was recognition of the lack of numbers, however some individual medals were picked up, and the team of 6 U13 boys came 5th.

Dave Pope asked why schools’ Sportshall is so successful – it is conducted through SSCO’s; could they link in with County Sporsthall? Northants Schools Association is affiliated to the NAA. There is clearly a problem here, and what action is required? Dissemination of information via Carol Pichler. (Action CP) Consider also having 4 District Champs: Wellingborough; Daventry; S. Northants; N. Northants. To hold over 2 weekends rather than squad days, or alternatively AM then PM. 

We really need to sort this out soon as Natalie Lawrence is withdrawing from her role in organising it.
9. Correspondence
· New club application from Team Balancise via Steve Moore. Lengthy debate about concerns: needs percentage of new members to qualify as new club; ARC and ABAC clubs not welcome at UKA; it requests affiliation to NAA; where would its HQ be, as they train at Bedford track. Regional Council issue. Do we as NAA have strenuous objections to this club? Is there a population to support 3 clubs in the area of the county? If however the club brings in new athletes to the county that is an advantage. Steve Stredwick to locate a flyer for further information. Mark Wall to reply by 1 April: “We are dissatisfied but cannot find enough objections except concerns about the ethics of the recruitment”.

· Bill Boyd sent an email to Steve Stredwick regarding a medal engraving error of one of the athletes. Decision to send a replacement at £2 cost.
