3. Matters Arising
Point 6 – Run Northants 2011 – Mark Wall has contacted Chris Holmes and they are arranging a meeting. There will be a briefing meeting regarding Run 11 on 25/5/2011 at John Dryden House. The aim is to attract all teams to enter. 

Point 9 – Team Balancise – there has been many emails back and forth over this matter. East Midlands Council holds the view that the “elite competition” policy does not follow EA guidelines. The matter is now in the hands of the Council. Team Balancise have written to the Council to confirm that they have made changes to their constitution: the team serves the area corresponding to East Northants, claiming a journey of 5 minutes to the club rooms, clearly not the case for all villages, and there were other points of concern. Council have issued a document for its members to comment upon but there is no outcome yet. Graham Curtis has informed them that if they obtain UKA/EA affiliation, they are then able to affiliate to NAA. GC will inform MB upon this taking place. There is a potential issue about the club’s HQ, and we will accept affiliation providing it is in Higham Ferrers.

Entries for T&F of £923 (cheques) were low this year – last year we made a profit of £1,691. We still haven’t received the income from the online entries, but the indications are that entries are down in all disciplines from last year. Mark Wall is to count up how many entries were done on paper, and how many were online. (Action MW)

Treasurer’s report moved by Graham Curtis.
5. Network Report
· To ask Bill Boyd to put RRL results and adverts on the Network Webpage. (Action SR)
· To ask David Pope to represent the NAA on 20th June if possible and Mike Burgoyne will stand in if needed. (Action SR)
6. Road Running and Endurance Report
Blisworth 5k – there are questions being asked about the accuracy of the results. Warwickshire RRL organisers have expressed annoyance that people ran in the wrong race numbers (there were male/female errors). Mike Burgoyne is finding regular inaccuracies in all races recently. This may be due to inputting error but is most likely due to athletes substituting different runners on allocated bib numbers, without informing the race organisers.
7. County Fixtures & Regional Competition
County T&F champs:
We will hold a formal discussion about the proceedings during the next meeting in June.
· Two people turned up to officiate but were turned away; it is not clear by whom. This was very aggravating as they were expected and had jobs allocated for them, which proved difficult to fill.

· There is one missing trophy for the men’s 1500. Ben Sharman asserts that he gave it back to “someone from the County last year”. He handed over the 1 mile trophy.

· The draft programme for the 1 mile was emailed out to all clubs. Sue/Mark to email out the final copy. (Action Sue/Mark)
· Pole Vault – was discussed and if people want to organise it, it could be held during a day. There will need to be field officials provided (1 from each athlete) in order to sort it out. Sue to email out requesting to please contact NAA if this is wanted. (Action SR)
· FAQ – what weights are the implements to be thrown in the T&F competition? There are issues regarding age groups and veteran competition. The Committee decision was as follows:

· Tony Wells will be allowed to run 300m hurdles but is not eligible for a medal

· Throws – there will be 1 veteran age group and all veteran athletes will throw the same weighted implements = Vet 35

8. County Fixtures & Regional Competition
· Two athletes competed for the Midlands at the Inter-Area Walks Championship at Tamworth: Danielle Gaskill and Daniel Waples.
· Loughborough Match on Wednesday 25th. The East Midlands team is made up primarily from Northants and Derbyshire athletes. It is disappointing that clubs are not contributing to this selection process – CCSO’s have been told about the match.
· Inter-counties match takes place on the weekend of 29th and 30th - a team is being submitted for Northants.
9. Correspondence
The only correspondence was a receipt email from UKA confirming affiliation. (Action SR to email it to Graham Curtis)
10. A.O.B
· County 1 mile – 29 June

· Chairman’s Cup – 9 July
· Quad Kids final event on 11 July at Sixfields - request for NAA officials to assist with this.

· TG – Sixfields Stadium now has B Certification which refers to limitations on competition available.
· TG – Steve Moore CCSO came to the R&N meeting – his role is changing so that now he is dedicated to supporting Corby AC; Kettering TH, and Rugby & Northampton. 
· TG – there will be a cabinet meeting on 25th May regarding the recommendations for Sixfields Stadium.

· GC – requests a letter of thanks to be sent to members of Corby AC who helped out at the T&F. (action SR).
· MB – email regarding the enquiry about County Records and County Statistician. Discussion about what county records are – it will require a great deal of research into club records, not just T&F records. Mike B and Bill Boyd will work together on this, and they will write to clubs to establish records.
· MW – England Schools – Northants have been asked to put in a team of race walkers – two are suitable. Plus there are two new young athletes from R&N who walked at the T&F.
